Resurrection of the Lord/Easter
Acts 10:34-43

Then Peter began to speak to them: "I truly understand that God shows no partiality, but in every
nation anyone who fears him and does what isright is acceptabl e to him. Y ou know the message
he sent to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ--heisLord of al. That message
spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John announced: how God
anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about doing good
and heding all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him. We are witnesses to all
that he did both in Judea and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on atree; but
God raised him on the third day and allowed him to appear, not to all the people but to us who
were chosen by God as witnesses, and who ate and drank with him after he rose from the dead.
He commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that he is the one ordained by God as
judge of the living and the dead. All the prophets testify about him that everyone who believesin
him receives forgiveness of sinsthrough his name."

Jeremiah 31:1-6

At that time, saysthe LORD, | will be the God of all the families of Israel, and they shall be my
people. Thus says the LORD: The people who survived the sword found grace in the wilderness,
when Isragl sought for rest, the LORD appeared to him from far away. | have loved you with an
everlasting love; therefore | have continued my faithfulnessto you. Again | will build you, and
you shall be built, O virgin Isragl! Again you shall take your tambourines, and go forth in the
dance of the merrymakers. Again you shall plant vineyards on the mountains of Samaria; the
planters shall plant, and shdl enjoy the fruit. For there shall be a day when sentinels will call in
the hill country of Ephram: "Come, let us go up to Zion, to the LORD our God."

Psalm 118:1-2, 14-24

O givethanksto the LORD, for heisgood; hissteadfast love enduresforever! Let Israd say,
"His steadfast love endures forever." The LORD is my strength and my might; he has become my
salvation. There are glad songs of victory in the tents of the righteous: "The right hand of the
LORD does vaiantly; the right hand of the LORD is exalted; the right hand of the LORD does
valiantly." I shall not die, but | shall live, and recount the deeds of the LORD. The LORD has
punished me severely, but he did not give me over to death. Open to me the gates of
righteousness, that | may enter through them and give thanks to the LORD. Thisisthe gate of the



LORD; the righteous shall enter through it. | thank you that you have answered me and have
become my sdvation. The stone that the builders rg ected has become the chief cornerstone. This
isthe Lord'sdoing; it ismarvelousin our eyes. Thisis the day that the LORD has made; let us
regjoiceand be glad in it.

Colossians 3:1-4

So if you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated at
the right hand of God. Set your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on earth, for
you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God. When Christ who isyour lifeis
revealed, then you also will be revealed with himin glory.

John 20:1-18

Early on the first day of the week, while it was till dark, Mary Magdal ene came to the tomb and
saw that the stone had been removed from the tomb. So she ran and went to Simon Peter and the
other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved, and said to them, "They have taken the Lord out of the
tomb, and we do not know where they have laid him." Then Peter and the other disciple set out
and went toward the tomb. The two were running together, but the other disciple outran Peter and
reached the tomb first. He bent down to look in and saw the linen wrgppings lying there, but he
did not go in. Then Simon Peter came, following him, and went into the tomb. He saw the linen
wrappings lying there, and the cloth that had been on Jesus head, not lying with the linen
wrappings but rolled up in aplace by itself. Then the other disciple, who reached the tomb first,
also went in, and he saw and believed; for as yet they did not understand the scripture, that he
must rise from the dead. Then the disciples returned to their homes. But Mary stood weeping
outside the tomb. As she wept, she bent over to look into the tomb; and she saw two angelsin
white, sitting where the body of Jesus had been lying, one at the head and the other at the feet.
They said to her, "Woman, why are you weeping?' She sad to them, "They have taken away my
Lord, and | do not know where they have laid him." When she had said this, she turned around
and saw Jesus standing there, but she did not know that it was Jesus. Jesus said to her, "Woman,
why are you weeping? Whom are you looking for?" Supposing him to be the gardener, she said
to him, "Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where you have lad him, and | will take him
away." Jesus said to her, "Mary!" She turned and said to him in Hebrew, "Rabbouni!" (which
means Teacher). Jesus said to her, "Do not hold on to me, because | have not yet ascended to the
Father. But go to my brothers and say to them, 'l am ascending to my Father and your Father, to
my God and your God.™ Mary Magdalene went and announced to the disciples, "l have seen the
Lord"; and she told them that he had said these thingsto her.

Matthew 28:1-10
After the sabbath, as the first day of the week was dawning, Mary Magdalene and the other Mary

went to see the tomb. And suddenly there was a great earthquake; for an angel of the Lord,
descending from heaven, came and rolled back the stone and sat on it. His appearance was like



lightning, and his clothing white as snow. For fear of him the guards shook and became like dead
men. But the angel said to the women, "Do not be afraid; | know that you are looking for Jesus
who was crucified. He is not here; for he has been raised, as he said. Come, see the place where
he lay. Then go quickly and tell his disciples, 'He has been raised from the dead, and indeed he is
going ahead of you to Galilee; there you will see him.' Thisis my message for you." So they left
the tomb quickly with fear and great joy, and ran to tell his disciples. Suddenly Jesus met them
and said, "Greetings!" And they came to him, took hold of his feet, and worshiped him. Then
Jesus said to them, "Do not be afraid; go and tell my brothersto go to Galilee; there they will see
me."

Second Sunday of Easter

Acts 2:14a, 22-32

But Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed them, "Men of Judea and all
who live in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and lisen to what | say. "Y ou that are Israglites,
listen to what | have to say: Jesus of Nazareth, a man attested to you by God with deeds of
power, wonders, and signs that God did through him among you, as you yourselves know- this
man, handed over to you according to the definite plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified
and killed by the hands of those outside thelaw. But God raised him up, having freed him from
death, because it was impossible for him to be held in its power. For David says concerning him,
'l saw the Lord always before me, for heis at my right hand so that | will not be shaken; therefore
my heart was glad, and my tongue rejoiced; moreover my flesh will live in hope. For you will
not abandon my soul to Hades, or let your Holy One experience corruption. You have made
known to me the ways of life; you will make me full of gladness with your presence.’ "Fellow
Israelites, | may say to you confidently of our ancestor David that he both died and was buried,
and histomb iswith usto thisday. Since he was a prophet, he knew that God had sworn with an
oath to him that he would put one of his descendants on his throne. Foreseeing this, David spoke
of the resurrection of the Messiah, saying, 'He was not abandoned to Hades, nor did his flesh
experience corruption.’ This Jesus God raised up, and of that al of us are witnesses.

Psalm 16

Protect me, O God, for inyou | take refuge. | say to the LORD, "You are my Lord; | have no
good apart fromyou." Asfor the holy onesin theland, they are the noble, in whom is all my
delight. Those who choose another god multiply their sorrows; their drink offerings of blood |
will not pour out or take their names upon my lips. The LORD is my chosen portion and my cup;
you hold my lot. The boundary lines have fallen for me in pleasant places; | have a goodly
heritage. | bless the LORD who gives me counsel; in the night a'so my heart instructs me. | keep
the LORD aways before me; because he is a my right hand, | shall not be moved. Therefore my
heart is glad, and my soul rejoices, my body also rests secure. For you do not give me up to
Sheol, or let your faithful one see the Pit.

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1 Peter 1:3-9

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! By his great mercy he has given usa
new birth into aliving hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, and into an
inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you, who are being
protected by the power of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.
In thisyou rejoice, even if now for alittle while you have had to suffer varioustrias, so that the
genuineness of your faith--being more precious than gold that, though perishable, is tested by
fire--may be found to result in praise and glory and honor when Jesus Christ is revealed.
Although you have not seen him, you love him; and even though you do not see him now, you
believe in him and rejoice with an indescribable and glorious joy, for you are receiving the
outcome of your faith, the salvation of your souls.

John 20:19-31

When it was evening on that day, the first day of the week, and the doors of the house where the
disciples had met were locked for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said,
"Peace be with you." After he said this, he showed them his hands and his side. Then the
disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. Jesus said to them again, "Peace be with you. Asthe
Father has sent me, so | send you." When he had sad this, he breathed on them and said to them,
"Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven them; if you retain the
sins of any, they are retained."” But Thomas (who was called the Twin), one of the twelve, was
not with them when Jesus came. So the other disciplestold him, "We have seen the Lord." But he
said to them, "Unless | see the mark of the nailsin his hands, and put my finger in the mark of
the naillsand my hand in hisside, | will not believe." A week later his disciples were again in the
house, and Thomas was with them. Although the doors were shut, Jesus came and stood among
them and said, "Peace be with you." Then he said to Thomas, "Put your finger here and see my
hands. Reach out your hand and put it in my side. Do not doubt but believe." Thomas answered
him, "My Lord and my God!" Jesus said to him, "Have you believed because you have seen me?
Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have come to believe." Now Jesus did many other
signsin the presence of his disciples, which are not written in this book. But these are written so
that you may cometo believe that Jesusis the Messiah, the Son of God, and that through
believing you may have lifein his name.

Third Sunday of Easter

Acts 2:14a, 36-41

But Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed them, "Men of Judea and all
who live in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and listen to what | say. Therefore let the entire
house of Israel know with certainty that God has made him both Lord and Messiah, this Jesus
whom you crucified." Now when they heard this, they were cut to the heart and said to Peter and
to the other apostles, "Brothers, what should we do?" Peter said to them, "Repent, and be
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baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ so that your sins may be forgiven; and you
will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. For the promiseis for you, for your children, and for all
who are far away, everyone whom the Lord our God callsto him." And hetestified with many
other arguments and exhorted them, saying, "Save yourselves from this corrupt generation." So
those who welcomed his message were baptized, and that day about three thousand persons were
added.

Psalm 116: 1-4, 12-19

| lovethe LORD, because he has heard my voice and my supplications. Because heinclined his
ear to me, therefore | will call on him aslong as| live. The snares of death encompassed me; the
pangs of Sheol laid hold on me; | suffered distress and anguish. Then | called on the name of the
LORD: "O LORD, | pray, save my life!" What shall | return to the LORD for dl his bounty to
me? | will lift up the cup of savation and call on the name of the LORD, | will pay my vows to
the LORD in the presence of all his people. Precious in the sight of the LORD is the death of his
faithful ones. O LORD, | am your servant; | am your servant, the child of your serving girl. You
have loosed my bonds. | will offer to you a thanksgiving sacrifice and cal on the name of the
LORD. I will pay my vows to the LORD in the presence of al his people, in the courts of the
house of the LORD, in your midst, O Jerusalem. Praise the LORD!

1 Peter 1:17-23

If you invoke as Father the one who judges all people impartially according to their deeds, live in
reverent fear during the time of your exile. Y ou know that you were ransomed from the futile
ways inherited from your ancestors, not with perishable things like silver or gold, but with the
precious blood of Christ, like that of alamb without defect or blemish. He was destined before
the foundation of the world, but was revealed & the end of the ages for your sake. Through him
you have cometo trust in God, who raised him from the dead and gave him glory, so that your
faith and hope are set on God. Now that you have purified your souls by your obedience to the
truth so that you have genuine mutual love, love one another deeply from the heart. Y ou have
been born anew, not of perishable but of imperishable seed, through the living and enduring word
of God.

Luke 24:13-35

Now on that same day two of them were going to a village called Emmaus, about seven miles
from Jerusalem, and talking with each other about all these things that had happened. While they
were talking and discussing, Jesus himself came near and went with them, but their eyes were
kept from recognizing him. And he said to them, "What are you discussing with each other while
youwalk along?' They stood till, looking sad. Then one of them, whose name was Cleopas,
answered him, "Are you the only stranger in Jerusalem who does not know the things that have
taken place there in these days?' He asked them, "What things?' They replied, "The things about
Jesus of Nazareth, who was a prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people,



and how our chief priests and leaders handed him over to be condemned to death and crucified
him. But we had hoped that he was the one to redeem Israel. Yes, and besides all this, it is now
the third day since these things took place. Moreover, some women of our group astounded us.
They were at the tomb early this morning, and when they did not find his body there, they came
back and told us that they had indeed seen a vision of angels who said that he was alive. Some of
those who were with us went to the tomb and found it just as the women had said; but they did
not see him." Then he said to them, "Oh, how foolish you are, and how slow of heart to believe
all that the prophets have declared! Was it not necessary that the Messiah should suffer these
things and then enter into his glory?' Then beginning with Moses and all the prophets, he
interpreted to them the things about himself in all the scriptures. As they came near the village to
which they were going, he walked ahead asif he were going on. But they urged him strongly,
saying, "Stay with us, because it is almost evening and the day isnow nearly over." So he went in
to stay with them. When he was at the table with them, he took bread, blessed and broke it, and
gave it to them. Then their eyes were opened, and they recognized him; and he vanished from
their sight. They said to each other, "Were not our hearts burning within us while he was talking
to us on the road, while he was opening the scriptures to us?' That same hour they got up and
returned to Jerusalem; and they found the eleven and their companions gathered together. They
were saying, "The Lord has risen indeed, and he has appeared to Simon!" Then they told what
had happened on the road, and how he had been made known to them in the breaking of the
bread.

Fourth Sunday of Easter
Acts 2:42-47

They devoted themselves to the apostles teaching and fellowship, to the breaking of bread and
the prayers. Awe came upon everyone, because many wonders and signs were being done by the
apostles. All who bdieved were together and had all thingsin common,; they would sell their
possessions and goods and distribute the proceeds to all, as any had need. Day by day, asthey
spent much time together in the temple, they broke bread at home and ate their food with glad
and generous hearts, praising God and having the goodwill of all the people. And day by day the
Lord added to their number those who were being saved.

Psalm 23

The LORD is my shepherd, | shall not want. He makes me lie down in green pastures; he leads
me beside still waters; he restores my soul. He leads me in right paths for his name's sake. Even
though | walk through the darkest valley, | fear no evil; for you are with me; your rod and your
staff-- they comfort me. Y ou prepare atable before me in the presence of my enemies; you anoint
my head with oil; my cup overflows. Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of
my life, and | shall dwell in the house of the LORD my whole life long.



1 Peter 2:19-25

For it isacredit to you if, being aware of God, you endure pain while suffering unjustly. If you
endure when you are beaten for doing wrong, what credit isthat? But if you endure when you do
right and suffer for it, you have God's approval. For to this you have been called, because Christ
also suffered for you, leaving you an example, so that you should follow in his steps. "He
committed no sin, and no deceit was found in his mouth." When he was abused, he did not return
abuse; when he suffered, he did not threaten; but he entrusted himself to the one who judges
justly. He himself bore our sinsin his body on the cross, so that, free from sins, we might live for
righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed. For you were going astray like sheep, but
now you have returned to the shepherd and guardian of your souls.

John 10:11-18

"I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down hislife for the sheep. The hired hand,
who is not the shepherd and does not own the sheep, sees the wolf coming and |eaves the sheep
and runs away--and the wolf snatches them and scatters them. The hired hand runs away because
a hired hand does not care for the sheep. | am the good shepherd. | know my own and my own
know me, just as the Father knows me and | know the Father. And | lay down my life for the
sheep. | have other sheep that do not belong to thisfold. | must bring them also, and they will
listen to my voice. So there will be one flock, one shepherd. For this reason the Father loves me,
because | lay down my lifein order to takeit up again. No one takes it from me, but I lay it down
of my own accord. | have power to lay it down, and | have power to take it up again. | have
received this command from my Father."

Fifth Sunday of Easter
Acts 7:55-60

But filled with the Holy Spirit, he gazed into heaven and saw the glory of God and Jesus standing
at the right hand of God. "Look," he said, "l see the heavens opened and the Son of Man standing
at the right hand of God!" But they covered their ears, and with aloud shout all rushed together
againg him. Then they dragged him out of the city and began to stone him; and the witnesses laid
their coats at the feet of a young man named Saul. While they were stoning Stephen, he prayed,
"Lord Jesus, receive my spirit." Then he knelt down and cried out in aloud voice, "Lord, do not
hold this sin against them." When he had said this, he died.

Psalm 31:1-5, 15-16
Inyou, O LORD, | seek refuge; do not let me ever be put to shame; in your righteousness deliver
me. Incline your ear to me; rescue me speedily. Be arock of refuge for me, a grong fortress to

save me. You are indeed my rock and my fortress; for your name's sake lead me and guide me,
take me out of the net that is hidden for me, for you are my refuge. Into your hand | commit my
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spirit; you have redeemed me, O LORD, faithful God. My times arein your hand; deliver me
from the hand of my enemies and persecutors. Let your face shine upon your servant; save mein
your steadfast love.

1 Peter 2:2-10

Like newborn infants, long for the pure, spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow into salvation-
if indeed you havetasted that the Lord is good. Come to him, aliving stone, though rejected by
mortals yet chosen and precious in God's sight, and like living stones, |et yourselves be built into
aspiritua house, to be aholy priesthood, to offer spiritua sacrifices acceptabl e to God through
Jesus Christ. For it standsin scripture: "See, | am laying in Zion a stone, a cornerstone chosen
and precious; and whoever believesin him will not be put to shame." To you then who believe,
heis precious; but for those who do not believe, "The stone that the builders rejected has become
the very head of the corner," and "A stone that makes them stumble, and arock that makes them
fall." They stumble because they disobey the word, as they were destined to do. But you are a
chosen race, aroyd priesthood, a holy nation, God's own people, in order that you may proclaim
the mighty acts of him who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light. Once you were
not a people, but now you are God's people; once you had not received mercy, but now you have
received mercy.

John 14:1-14

"Do not let your hearts be troubled. Bdieve in God, believe also in me. In my Father's house
there are many dwelling places. If it were not so, would | have told you that | go to prepare a
place for you? And if | go and prepare a place for you, | will come again and will take you to
myself, so that wherel am, there you may be also. And you know the way to the place where |
am going." Thomas said to him, "Lord, we do not know where you are going. How can we know
the way?' Jesus said to him, "I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No one comes to the
Father except through me. If you know me, you will know my Father dso. From now on you do
know him and have seen him." Philip said to him, "Lord, show us the Father, and we will be
satisfied." Jesus said to him, "Have | been with you al this time, Philip, and you still do not
know me? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, 'Show us the Father'? Do
you not believe that | am in the Father and the Father isin me? The words that | say to you | do
not speak on my own; but the Father who dwellsin me does hisworks. Believe methat  amin
the Father and the Father isin me; but if you do not, then believe me because of the works
themselves. Very truly, | tell you, the one who believesin me will aso do the works that | do
and, in fact, will do greater works than these, because | am going to the Father. | will do whatever
you ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If in my name you ask me for
anything, | will doit.

Sixth Sunday of Eagter



Acts 17:22-31

Then Paul stood in front of the Areopagus and said, "Athenians, | see how extremely religious
you are in every way. For as | went through the city and looked carefully at the objects of your
worship, | found among them an altar with the inscription, 'To an unknown god.' What therefore
you worship as unknown, this | proclaim to you. The God who made the world and everything in
it, hewho is Lord of heaven and earth, does not live in shrines made by human hands, nor is he
served by human hands, as though he needed anything, since he himself givesto al mortalslife
and breath and all things. From one ancestor he made all nations to inhabit the whole earth, and
he allotted the times of their existence and the boundaries of the places where they would live, so
that they would search for God and perhaps grope for him and find him--though indeed he is not
far from each one of us. For 'In him we live and move and have our being'; as even some of your
own poets have said, 'For we too are his offspring.' Since we are God's off spring, we ought not to
think that the deity islike gold, or silver, or stone, an image formed by the art and imagination of
mortals. While God has overlooked the times of human ignorance, now he commands all people
everywhere to repent, because he has fixed a day on which he will have the world judged in
righteousness by a man whom he has appointed, and of this he has given assurance to all by
raising him from the dead."

Psalm 66:8-20

Bless our God, O peoples, let the sound of his praise be heard, who has kept us among the living,
and has not let our feet dip. For you, O God, have tested us; you have tried us as silver istried.

Y ou brought us into the net; you laid burdens on our backs; you let people ride over our heads;
we went through fire and through water; yet you have brought us out to a spacious place. | will
come into your house with burnt offerings; | will pay you my vows, those that my lips uttered and
my mouth promised when | was in trouble. | will offer to you burnt offerings of fatlings, with the
smoke of the sacrifice of rams; | will make an offering of bulls and goats. Selah Come and hear,
al you who fear God, and | will tell what he has done for me. | cried aloud to him, and he was
extolled with my tongue. If | had cherished iniquity in my heart, the Lord would not have
listened. But truly God has listened; he has given heed to the words of my prayer. Blessed be
God, because he has not rejected my prayer or removed his steadfast love from me.

1 Peter 3:13-22

Now who will harm you if you are eager to do what is good? But even if you do suffer for doing
what isright, you are blessed. Do not fear what they fear, and do not be intimidated, but in your
hearts sanctify Christ as Lord. Always be ready to make your defense to anyone who demands
from you an accounting for the hope that isin you; yet do it with gentleness and reverence. Keep
your conscience clear, so that, when you are maligned, those who abuse you for your good
conduct in Christ may be put to shame. For it is better to suffer for doing good, if suffering
should be God's will, than to suffer for doing evil. For Christ also suffered for sins once for all,
the righteous for the unrighteous, in order to bring you to God. He was put to death in the flesh,



but made dive in the spirit, in which also he went and made a proclamation to the spiritsin
prison, who in former times did not obey, when God waited patiently in the days of Noah, during
the building of the ark, in which afew, that is, eight persons, were saved through water. And
baptism, which this prefigured, now saves you--not as aremoval of dirt from the body, but as an
appeal to God for a good conscience, through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, who has gone into
heaven and is at the right hand of God, with angels, authorities, and powers made subject to him.

John 14:15-21

"If you love me, you will keep my commandments. And | will ask the Father, and he will give
you another Advocate, to be with you forever. Thisisthe Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot
receive, because it neither sees him nor knows him. Y ou know him, because he abides with you,
and hewill beinyou. "l will not leave you orphaned; | am coming to you. In alittle while the
world will no longer see me, but you will see me; because | live, you also will live. On that day
youwill know that | am in my Father, and you in me, and | in you. They who have my
commandments and keep them are those who love me; and those who love me will be loved by
my Father, and | will love them and reveal myself to them."

Ascension of theLord

Acts1:1-11

In thefirst book, Theophilus, | wrote about all that Jesus did and taught from the beginning until
the day when he was taken up to heaven, after giving instructions through the Holy Spirit to the
apostles whom he had chosen. After his suffering he presented himself alive to them by many
convincing proofs, appearing to them during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God.
While staying with them, he ordered them not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait there for the
promise of the Father. "This," hesaid, "is what you have heard from me; for John baptized with
water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now." So when they had
come together, they asked him, "Lord, is thisthe time when you will restore the kingdom to
Israel?' Hereplied, "It is not for you to know the times or periods that the Father has set by his
own authority. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you will
be my witnessesin Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth." When he
had said this, as they were watching, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of their sight.
While he was going and they were gazing up toward heaven, suddenly two men in white robes
stood by them. They sad, "Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking up toward heaven? This
Jesus, who has been taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him
go into heaven."

Psalm 47

Clap your hands, all you peoples; shout to God with loud songs of joy. For the LORD, the Most
