Baptism of theLord
| saiah 42:1-9

Here is my servant, whom | uphold, my chosen, in whom my soul delights; | have put my spirit
upon him; hewill bring forth justice to the nations. He will not cry or lift up his voice, or make it
heard in the street; a bruised reed he will not break, and a dimly burning wick he will not quench;
he will faithfully bring forth justice. He will not grow faint or be crushed until he has established
justice in the earth; and the coastlands wait for his teaching. Thus says God, the LORD, who
created the heavens and stretched them out, who spread out the earth and what comes fromit,
who gives breath to the people upon it and spirit to those who walk iniit: | am the LORD, | have
called you in righteousness, | have taken you by the hand and kept you; | have given you as a
covenant to the people, alight to the nations, to open the eyes that are blind, to bring out the
prisoners from the dungeon, from the prison those who st in darkness. | am the LORD, that is
my name; my glory | give to no other, nor my praise to idols. See, the former things have come to
pass, and new things | now declare; before they spring forth, I tell you of them.

Psalm 29

Ascribeto the LORD, O heavenly beings, ascribe to the LORD glory and strength. Ascribe to the
LORD the glory of his name; worship the LORD in holy splendor. The voice of the LORD is
over the waters; the God of glory thunders, the LORD, over mighty waters. The voice of the
LORD is powerful; the voice of the LORD isfull of majesty. The voice of the LORD breaks the
cedars; the LORD breaks the cedars of Lebanon. He makes Lebanon skip like a calf, and Sirion
like ayoung wild ox. The voice of the LORD flashesforth flames of fire. The voice of the LORD
shakes the wilderness; the LORD shakes the wilderness of Kadesh. The voice of the LORD
causes the oaks to whirl, and strips theforest bare; and in histemple all say, "Glory!" The LORD
sits enthroned over the flood; the LORD sits enthroned as king forever. May the LORD give
strength to his people! May the LORD bless his people with peace!

Acts 10:34-43

Then Peter began to speak to them: "I truly understand that God shows no partiality, but in every
nation anyone who fears him and does what isright is acceptabl e to him. You know the message
he sent to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ--heisLord of al. That message
spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John announced: how God
anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about doing good



and heding all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him. We are withesses to all
that he did both in Judea and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on atree; but
God raised him on the third day and allowed him to appear, not to all the people but to us who
were chosen by God as witnesses, and who ate and drank with him after he rose from the dead.
He commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that he is the one ordained by God as
judge of the living and the dead. All the prophets testify about him that everyone who believesin
him receives forgiveness of sinsthrough his name."

Matthew 3:13-17

Then Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan, to be baptized by him. John would have
prevented him, saying, "l need to be baptized by you, and do you come to me?' But Jesus
answered him, "Let it be so now; for it is proper for usin thisway to fulfill al righteousness.”
Then he consented. And when Jesus had been baptized, just as he came up from the water,
suddenly the heavens were opened to him and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove
and alighting on him. And a voice from heaven said, "Thisis my Son, the Beloved, with whom |
am wel| pleased.”

Second Sunday in Ordinary Time
| saiah 49:1-7

Listen to me, O coastlands, pay attention, you peoplesfrom far away! The LORD called me
before | was born, while | wasin my mother's womb he named me. He made my mouth like a
sharp sword, in the shadow of his hand he hid me; he made me a polished arrow, in his quiver he
hid me away. And he said to me, "You are my servant, Israel, in whom | will be glorified.” But |
said, "l have labored in van, | have spent my srength for nothing and vanity; yet surely my cause
iswith the LORD, and my reward with my God." And now the LORD says, who formed mein
the womb to be his servant, to bring Jacob back to him, and that I1srael might be gathered to him,
for | am honored in the sight of the LORD, and my God has become my strength he says, "It is
too light athing that you should be my servant to raise up the tribes of Jacob and to restore the
survivors of Isragl; | will give you as alight to the nations, that my salvation may reach to the end
of the earth.” Thus says the LORD, the Redeemer of Israel and his Holy One, to one deeply
despised, abhorred by the nations, the slave of rulers, "Kings shall see and stand up, princes, and
they shall prostrate themselves, because of the LORD, who isfathful, the Holy One of Israel,
who has chosen you."

Psalm 40:1-11
| waited patiently for the LORD; he inclined to me and heard my cry. He drew me up from the
desolate pit, out of the miry bog, and set my feet upon a rock, making my steps secure. He put a

new song in my mouth, a song of praise to our God. Many will see and fear, and put ther trust in
the LORD. Happy are those who make the LORD their trust, who do not turn to the proud, to
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those who go astray after false gods. Y ou have multiplied, O LORD my God, your wondrous
deeds and your thoughts toward us; none can compare with you. Were | to proclaim and tell of
them, they would be more than can be counted. Sacrifice and offering you do not desire, but you
have given me an open ear. Burnt offering and sin offering you have not required. Then | said,
"Here | am; in the scroll of the book it iswritten of me. | delight to do your will, O my God; your
law iswithin my heart.” | have told the glad news of deliverance in the great congregation; see, |
have not restrained my lips, as you know, O LORD. | have not hidden your saving help within
my heart, | have spoken of your faithfulness and your salvation; | have not concealed your
steadfast love and your faithfulness from the great congregation. Do not, O LORD, withhold your
mercy from me; let your steadfast love and your faithfulness keep me safe forever.

1 Corinthians 1:1-9

Paul, called to be an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, and our brother Sosthenes, To the
church of God that isin Corinth, to those who are sanctified in Chrigt Jesus, cdled to be saints,
together with all those who in every place call on the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, both their
Lord and ours. Graceto you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. | give
thanks to my God always for you because of the grace of God that has been givenyouin Christ
Jesus, for in every way you have been enriched in him, in speech and knowledge of every kind
just as the testimony of Christ has been strengthened among you so that you are not lacking in
any spiritual gift as you wait for the revealing of our Lord Jesus Christ. He will also strengthen
you to the end, so that you may be blamedess on the day of our Lord Jesus Christ. God is faithful;
by him you were called into the fellowship of his Son, Jesus Christ our Lord.

John 1:29-42

The next day he saw Jesus coming toward him and declared, "Here is the Lamb of God who
takes away the sin of the world! Thisis he of whom | said, 'After me comes a man who ranks
ahead of me because he was before me.' | myself did not know him; but | came baptizing with
water for this reason, that he might be revealed to Israel.” And John testified, "I saw the Spirit
descending from heaven like a dove, and it remained on him. | myself did not know him, but the
one who sent me to baptize with water said to me, 'He on whom you see the Spirit descend and
remain is the one who baptizes with the Holy Spirit." And | myself have seen and have testified
that thisisthe Son of God." The next day John again was standing with two of his disciples, and
as he watched Jesus walk by, he exclaimed, "Look, hereisthe Lamb of God!" Thetwo disciples
heard him say this, and they followed Jesus. When Jesus turned and saw them following, he said
to them, "What are you looking for?' They said to him, "Rabbi" (which translated means
Teacher), "whereare you staying?' He said to them, "Come and see." They came and saw where
he was staying, and they remained with him that day. It was about four o'clock in the afternoon.
One of the two who heard John speak and followed him was Andrew, Simon Peter's brother. He
first found his brother Simon and said to him, "We have found the Messiah" (which is translated
Anointed). He brought Simon to Jesus, who looked at him and said, "Y ou are Simon son of John.
You are to be called Cephas' (which istrangated Peter).



Third Sunday in Ordinary Time
|saiah 9:1-4

But there will be no gloom for those who werein anguish. In the former time he brought into
contempt the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, but in the latter time hewill make
glorious the way of the sea, the land beyond the Jordan, Galilee of the nations. The people who
walked in darkness have seen a great light; those who lived in aland of deep darkness on them
light has shined. Y ou have multiplied the nation, you have increased its joy; they rejoice before
you as with joy at the harvest, as people exult when dividing plunder. For the yoke of their
burden, and the bar across their shoulders, the rod of their oppressor, you have broken as on the
day of Midian.

Psalm 27:1, 4-9

The Lord ismy light and my salvation; whom shall | fear? The Lord is the stronghold of my life;
of whom shall | be afrad? One thing | asked of the Lord, that | will seek after: to livein the
house of the Lord all the days of my life, to behold the beauty of the Lord, and to inquirein his
temple. For he will hide mein his shelter in the day of trouble; he will conceal me under the
cover of histent: hewill set mehigh on arock. Now my head islifted up above my enemiesall
around me, and | will offer in his tent sacrifices with shouts of joy; | will sing and make melody
to the Lord. Hear, O Lord, when | cry aloud, be gracious to me and answer me! "Come," my heart
says, "seek hisface!" Your face, Lord, do | seek. Do not hide your face from me. Do not turn
your servant away in anger, you who have been my hep. Do not cast me off, do not forsake me,
O God of my salvation!

1 Corinthians 1:10-18

Now | appeal to you, brothers and sisters, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that al of you be
in agreement and that there be no divisions among you, but that you be united in the same mind
and the same purpose. For it has been reported to me by Chloe's people that there are quarrels
among you, my brothers and sisters. What | mean is that each of you says, "I belong to Paul," or
"I belong to Apollos,” or "I belong to Cephas,” or "I belong to Christ." Has Christ been divided?
Was Paul crucified for you? Or were you baptized in the name of Paul? | thank God that |
baptized none of you except Crispus and Gaius, so that no one can say that you were baptized in
my name. (I did baptize also the household of Stephanas; beyond that, | do not know whether |
baptized anyone else.) For Christ did not send me to baptize but to proclaim the gospel, and not
with eloquent wisdom, so that the cross of Christ might not be emptied of its power.

For the message about the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being
saved it is the power of God.

M atthew 4:12-23



Now when Jesus heard that John had been arrested, he withdrew to Gdlilee. He |eft Nazareth and
made his home in Capernaum by the sea, in the territory of Zebulun and Naphtali, so that what
had been spoken through the prophet Isaiah might be fulfilled: "Land of Zebulun, land of
Naphtali, on the road by the sea, across the Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles the people who sat in
darkness have seen a great light, and for those who sat in the region and shadow of death light
has dawned." From that time Jesus began to proclam, "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven has
come near." As he walked by the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon, who is called Peter,
and Andrew his brother, casting a net into the sea for they were fishermen. And he sad to them,
"Follow me, and | will make you fish for people" Immediately they left their nets and followed
him. As he went from there, he saw two other brothers, James son of Zebedee and his brother
John, in the boat with their father Zebedee, mending their nets, and he called them. Immediatdy
they left the boat and their father, and followed him. Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in
their synagogues and proclaiming the good news of the kingdom and curing every disease and
every sickness among the people.

Micah 6:1-8

Hear what the LORD says: Rise, plead your case before the mountains, and let the hills hear your
voice. Hear, you mountains, the controversy of the LORD, and you enduring foundations of the
earth; for the LORD has acontroversy with his people, and he will contend with Israel. "O my
people, what have | doneto you? In what have | wearied you? Answer me! For | brought you up
from the land of Egypt, and redeemed you from the house of slavery; and | sent before you
Moses, Aaron, and Miriam. O my people, remember now what King Balak of Moab devised,
what Balaam son of Beor answered him, and what happened from Shittim to Gilgal, that you may
know the saving acts of the LORD." "With what shall | come before the LORD, and bow myself
before God on high? Shall | come before him with burnt offerings, with caves a year old? Will
the LORD be pleased with thousands of rams, with ten thousands of riversof oil? Shall | give my
firstborn for my transgression, the fruit of my body for the sin of my soul?' He hastold you, O
mortal, what is good; and what does the LORD require of you but to do justice, and to love
kindness, and to wa k humbly with your God?

Psalm 15

O LORD, who may abide in your tent? Who may dwell on your holy hill? Those who walk
blamelessly, and do what is right, and speak the truth from their heart; who do not slander with
their tongue, and do no evil to their friends, nor take up areproach against their neighbors,

in whose eyes the wicked are despised, but who honor those who fear the LORD; who stand by
their oath even to their hurt; who do not lend money a interest, and do not take a bribe against
the innocent. Those who do these things shall never be moved.

1 Corinthians 1:18-31

For the message about the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being



saved it is the power of God. For it iswritten, "l will destroy the wisdom of the wise, and the
discernment of the discerning | will thwart." Where is the one who is wise? Where is the scribe?
Where is the debater of this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? For since,
in the wisdom of God, the world did not know God through wisdom, God decided, through the
foolishness of our proclamation, to save those who believe. For Jews demand signs and Greeks
desire wisdom, but we proclam Christ crucified, a stumbling block to Jews and foolishness to
Gentiles, but to those who are the called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the
wisdom of God. For God's foolishnessis wiser than human wisdom, and God's weaknessis
stronger than human strength. Consider your own call, brothers and sisters: not many of you were
wise by human standards, not many were powerful, not many were of noble birth. But God chose
what isfoolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose what is weak in the world to shame the
strong; God chose what islow and despised in the world, things that are not, to reduce to nothing
things that are, so that no one might boast in the presence of God. He is the source of your lifein
Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from God, and righteousness and sanctification and
redemption, in order that, asit is written, "Let the one who boasts, boast in the Lord."

Matthew 5:1-12

When Jesus saw the crowds, he went up the mountain; and after he sat down, his disciples came
to him. Then he began to speak, and taught them, saying: Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs
isthe kingdom of heaven. Blessed are those who mourn, for they will be comforted. Blessed are
the meek, for they will inherit the earth. Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for
righteousness, for they will be filled. Blessed are the merciful, for they will receive mercy.
Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God. Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be
called children of God. Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness' sake, for theirsis
the kingdom of heaven. Blessed are you when people revile you and persecute you and utter all
kinds of evil against you falsdy on my account. Rejoice and be glad, for your reward is great in
heaven, for in the same way they persecuted the prophets who were before you.

Transfiguration of the Lord

Exodus 24:12-18

The LORD said to Moses, "Come up to me on the mountain, and wait there; and | will give you
the tablets of stone, with the law and the commandment, which | have written for their
instruction." So Moses set out with his assistant Joshua, and Moses went up into the mountain of
God. To the elders he had said, "Wait here for us, until we come to you again; for Aaron and Hur
are with you; whoever has a dispute may go to them." Then Maoses went up on the mountain, and
the cloud covered the mountain. The glory of the LORD settled on Mount Sinai, and the cloud
covered it for six days; on the seventh day he cdled to Moses out of the cloud. Now the
appearance of the glory of the LORD was like a devouring fire on the top of the mountain in the
sight of the people of Israel. Moses entered the cloud, and went up on the mountain. Moses was
on the mountain for forty days and forty nights.



Psalm 2

Why do the nations conspire, and the peoples plot in vain? The kings of the earth set themselves,
and the rulers take counsd together, against the LORD and his anointed, saying, "Let us burst
their bonds asunder, and cast their cords from us." He who sits in the heavens laughs; the LORD
has them in derision. Then he will speak to them in his wrath, and terrify them in hisfury, saying,
"I have st my king on Zion, my holy hill." | will tell of the decree of the LORD: He said to me,
"Y ou are my son; today | have begotten you. Ask of me, and | will make the nations your
heritage, and the ends of the earth your possession. Y ou shall break them with arod of iron, and
dash them in pieces like a potter's vessel." Now therefore, O kings, be wise; be warned, O rulers
of the earth. Serve the LORD with fear, with trembling kiss his feet, or he will be angry, and you
will perish in the way; for hiswrath is quickly kindled. Happy are all who take refugein him.

Psalm 99

The LORD isking; let the peoples tremble! He sits enthroned upon the cherubim; let the earth
quake! The LORD isgreat in Zion; he is exalted over al the peoples. Let them praise your great
and awesome name. Holy is he! Mighty King, lover of justice, you have established equity; you
have executed justice and righteousness in Jacob. Extol the LORD our God; worship at his
footstool. Holy is he! Moses and Aaron were among his priests, Samuel dso was among those
who called on his name. They cried to the LORD, and he answered them. He spoke to them in
the pillar of cloud; they kept his decrees, and the statutes that he gave them. O LORD our God,
you answered them; you were aforgiving God to them, but an avenger of their wrongdoings.
Extol the LORD our God, and worship at hisholy mountain; for the LORD our God is holy.

2 Peter 1:16-21

For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known to you the power and
coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but we had been eyewitnesses of his majesty. For he received
honor and glory from God the Father when that voice was conveyed to him by the Majestic
Glory, saying, "Thisis my Son, my Beloved, with whom | am well pleased.” We ourselves heard
this voice come from heaven, while we were with him on the holy mountain. So we have the
prophetic message more fully confirmed. Y ou will do well to be attentive to thisasto alamp
shining in adark place, until the day dawns and the morning star rises in your hearts. First of all
you must understand this, that no prophecy of scripture is a matter of one's own interpretation,
because no prophecy ever came by human will, but men and women moved by the Holy Spirit
spoke from God.

Matthew 17:1-9
Six days later, Jesus took with him Peter and James and his brother John and led them up a high

mountain, by themselves. And he was transfigured before them, and his face shone like the sun,
and his clothes became dazzling white. Suddenly there appeared to them Moses and Elijah,



talking with him. Then Peter said to Jesus, "Lord, it is good for usto be here; if you wish, | will
make three dwellings here, one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah." While he was still
speaking, suddenly a bright cloud overshadowed them, and from the cloud avoice sad, "Thisis
my Son, the Beoved; with him | am well pleased; listen to him!" When the disciples heard this,
they fell to the ground and were overcome by fear. But Jesus came and touched them, saying,
"Get up and do not be afraid." And when they looked up, they saw no one except Jesus himself
alone. Asthey were coming down the mountain, Jesus ordered them, "Tell no one about the
vision until after the Son of Man has been raised from the dead."
